24.§1  STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLE�xe "Faculty Senate:Statement of Principle"��xe "Statement of Principle:Faculty Senate"�.  Western and the Chapter�xe "Chapter"� agree that the right of the WMU Faculty Senate to freedom of debate and communication shall not impinge on the rights of the duly elected exclusive bargaining agent for the faculty, nor upon the rights of the University as employer.�xe "Statement of Principle:Faculty Senate"�





	24.§1.1  Neither the Chapter�xe "Chapter"� nor Western shall be bound by any discussion, communication, nor recommendation from the Faculty Senate.





	24.§1.2  Any Faculty Senate recommendation received unilaterally either by Western or the Chapter�xe "Chapter"� shall be copi�xe "Copies:Faculty Senate Recommendations"��xe "Faculty Senate:Copies of Recommendations"�ed and sent in a timely fashion to the other party.





	24.§1.3  Neither the Chapter�xe "Chapter"� nor Western shall implement unilaterally a Faculty Senate recommen�da�tion on any matter within the permissible scope of collective bargaining under Michigan statute or under the terms of the Agreement between Western and the Chapter.





	24.§1.4  In case of a dispute between the Chapter�xe "Chapter"� and Western as to the bargain�ability of any  Faculty Senate recommendation, either the Chapter or Western may appeal�xe "Appeal:Faculty Senate Recommendations"��xe "Faculty Senate:Recommendations, Appeal"��xe "Bureau of Employment Relations:Faculty Senate, Appeal"��xe "Faculty Senate:Appeal:Bureau of Employment Relations"� to the Bureau of Employment Relations (BER), State of Michigan, for a ruling, and the Chapter may file a grievance under the existing contract grievance pro�cedures on the issue of bargainability.  The Chapter may file a grievance under the existing contract grievance procedures on Western's compliance�xe "Compliance:Faculty Senate with Agreement"��xe "Agreement:Faculty Senate Compliance"��xe "Faculty Senate:Compliance with Agreement"� with the terms of this Agreement.





	24.§1.5  The President of the Faculty Senate shall be granted six (6) credit hours of assigned time during Fall and Spring semesters to fulfill his/her responsibilities as Senate President.  The Office of the Provost shall provide funding for replacement costs.
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
