Amy gave a brief update on the progress of the University’s strategic planning committee. 
Amy pointed out that due to changes in APA board, the election process for new officers and board members will be slightly delayed. Because of this, the date of the May 17 general meeting needs to be changed. There was discussion about the reschedule date, and June 1 was chosen.

Committee Reports and Discussion

· Membership
Lynda reported that the membership list is up-to-date. We are currently at 162 members. There are 66 people whose memberships expired 12/31/10. The membership committee will work on obtaining these renewals. 
· Nominations and Elections
Sue O. has a slate of candidates ready, and it will go out soon so that the voting can be completed before June 1, the date of the next general meeting.
· Compensation
The compensation letter was given a final review. The letter will be shared with membership on the APA website when finalized. In the letter, we are asking for a 2.5 percent salary increase. 
· Professional Development
Amy noted that a potential lunch-and-learn will be a tour of the new apartment complex.
· Awards and Recognition
Question was raised about how it would be handled if one of the nominees for a service award was a member of the awards committee. The committee noted that the person could be replaced on the committee until the awards determinations were final. 

There will be a drawing at the June 1 general meeting for scholarship awards. The board has approved up to two scholarships of $500 each, pending the final figures of the endowment account. If the account has less, then only one $500 award will be provided. 
· Special events/committees
Amy reported that Kirk Sundling is stepping down as chair of the special events committee. He will be replaced by Cathleen (Cat) Fuller. 
Mary Ramlow, APA representative on the spring luncheon committee, is asking for $200 to go toward the luncheon. There was also a request for $300 for awards. Motion was made, seconded, and passed without dissent to provide the spring luncheon committee with these funds. It was also decided that the APA board did not want to receive recognition in the form of a token at the general meeting.
Old Business

Amy reported that Western Wellness completed their pilot of the 10K A Day program and will be rolling out the program campus-wide. The target date for start of this program will be June 6, and it will run for four weeks. Come to the Poker Walk at the SRC to get a sign-up sheet for the 10 K A Day event. 
There was brief discussion and agreement via email about going ahead and setting up a WMU APA Facebook page. Chris has done this. It is an opt-in page so must be requested. Announcements and discussion forums will be a regular part of the page. We will share this at the general meeting on June 1.
