Report on meeting with administration:

· AL/HR policy changes – All staff are encouraged to attend one of the informational sessions about the changes so that questions can be asked directly of HR representatives. The sessions are Tuesday, July 13, 10-11 a.m. or Thursday, July 15, 2-3 p.m. in the Kirsch Auditorium at Fetzer Center. 

· Budget and enrollment update – Enrollment is up approximately 1% and retention up approximately 1.5%. An improvement in retention has been noted. The budget is holding steady with no reduction in force expected. 
· Construction update – Construction is underway and progressing as expected on Sangren Hall and the new apartment complex. The medical school continues to move forward. The downtown arena is still in the meeting-and-discussion phase. 

· MPSER buyout – It was reported that 69 out of a possible 294 eligible employees took advantage of the MPSERs retirement incentive.
