Assigned time is a small sabbatical—a time to accomplish a very specific project. In the Frostic School of Art, assigned time is typically equivalent to 3 credits of workload and substitutes for teaching a single course.

Time assigned for research and/or creative activity is also meant to switch time spent in professional competence to time spent in professional recognition. In other words, faculty must achieve or have concrete plans to achieve professional recognition outside of Western Michigan University and Kalamazoo during the same academic year. Success with professional recognition must be demonstrated in order for faculty to receive assigned time in future semesters.

Submit electronically to the director of the FSoA by January 25, 2012 for fall and spring semesters of 2012-13.

Final reports for fall semester appointments are due January 18, 2013
Final reports for spring semester appointments are due May 10, 2013

This timeline allows for consideration of scheduling and budgets.

The director will review proposals and upon approval assigned time will be granted and scheduled. Final reports must be submitted by due dates above in order to be considered 
for assigned time in the future.
