Introductions

*Approval of the Agenda 03/14/07: Kazuhiro moves to approve, seconded by Thomas.

*Approval of Minutes from 02/08/08: Mustafa moves to approve, seconded by Deondra.

Report from the Dr. Lewis Pyenson, Dean of the Graduate College: Dr. Pyenson reported that through

April, it is anticipated that 90 students will have graduated with their doctorates this academic year, with

many more individuals expected to graduate with their doctorates in June. He expressed confidence that the

number of doctorates awarded for the 2007 — 2008 school year will exceed 100 by a comfortable margin.

He stated that this is a remarkable accomplishment and that the graduate students and their faculty advisors

deserve a great deal of credit.

6. Report from the Chair

a. Provost Search Advisory Committee: Rosana reported that the Committee is in the process of
reviewing the pool of applicants to determine who will be offered an interview. She stated that she
anticipates that twelve to sixteen people will be interviewed in Detroit the weekend of March 28"
and that four of these individuals will be asked to come to WMU’s campus. She reported that the
Committee has been adhering to the timeline and that the process is going well.

b. International students driver’s licenses issue: Rosana stated that Governor Granholm enacted a new
law that allows international students to obtain Michigan driver’s licenses.

c. Board of Trustees Meeting, 03/18 at 11:00 a.m.: Rosana stated that she does not have many items to
report on at this meeting, but that she will be saying her goodbyes to the Board of Trustees during the
meeting.

d. NAGPS Membership Upgrade: Rosana reported that it appears as though President Dunn has
approved GSAC’s request for $9,000 to upgrade to a lifetime membership. If this is the case, GSAC
will no longer have to pay yearly membership dues to NAGPS.

e. Teaching Assistants Union (TAU) — Jamie McCandless: Jamie reported that this Sunday
nominations open for the executive committee, which consists of a President, Vice President,
Information Officer, and Treasurer. Nominations stay open for two weeks and then a vote will occur
on April 4™, Jamie stated that any graduate employee can apply for a position, as long as he or she is
a member of TAU.

f.  Remarks by Mustafa: Mustafa reported that he will be graduating in April and taking a faculty
position at the New York Institute of Technology. He thanked all GSAC members and wished
everyone good luck.

7. GFAC - Alyssa Kalata: Alyssa reported that GFAC is currently inactive, as all allocation money has been
used for the year. She stated that GFAC may become active next month if money is returned to the GFAC
during the monthly sweeps process.

i. Web Committee — Alyssa Kalata: Alyssa thanked David and Greg for their help in finding

leads in terms of individuals who may be able to assist in the website changeover process. She
stated that she will be working more extensively on the website changeover process over the
summer.

b. Graduate Research Symposium and Journal (Hilttop Review) — Vacant

¢. Graduate Student Research and Travel Awards Selection Committee — Aaron Tremblay: Aaron
reported that the deadline for the final round of Research and Travel Awards is March 15"

d. University Councils

Research Policies Council (2) —Alyssa Kalata, Greg Laing — Greg reported that the primary
issue discussed was an MOA that was going to the Faculty Senate regarding FRACAS. He
also reported that planning for Research Day is going well, although more judges are needed
to help on the day from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. Rosana stated that she will send more
information to graduate students regarding this event soon.

. Graduate Studies Council (2) — Rosana Alsaud, Alyssa Kalata: Alyssa reported that the
primary issues discussed were the history of program reviews on campus, progress on
considerations regarding the creation of a University Doctorate at WMU, and the issue of
graduate students as members of the WMU graduate faculty. Alyssa stated that there was a
great deal of support from the Committee to continue pursuing the development of a
University Doctorate degree. Dr. Pyenson clarified that the issue with graduate students as
members of the graduate faculty arose from a small number of graduate students teaching
graduate level classes. He stated that the vote that occurred at the meeting will not affect
stipends of graduate students at the University.

iii. Campus Planning and Finance Council (1) —Priya Srinivasan: Priya reported that President

Dunn was present at the last meeting and that the budget and forecasting for the next couple of
years were discussed. She also reported that a number of subcommittees that are part of the
Campus Planning and Finance Council may need graduate students to serve on the
subcommittees. She stated that it hasn’t been decided yet if she will be responsible for serving
on these committees or if other GSAC representatives could potentially serve on them instead.

iv. International Education Council (1) — Kazuhiro Iwamoto — Kazuhiro reported that he was

unable to attend the Council meeting, however he was able to attend the Recruitment and
Retention subcommittee meeting. He stated that at present, WMU is spending a sizable
amount of funds to go to different countries and participate in their college fairs. He stated
that this method does attract a few students, however it is expensive and not very efficient. He
stated that a greater emphasis is going to be placed on trying to utilize current graduate
students to spread the word about WMU to their friends and family in their countries of origin.
Kazuhiro reported that in terms of retention, efforts are being made to make completing
paperwork more efficient and efforts are being made to create additional relevant workshops
geared toward international students. Kazuhiro noted that increasingly good attention is being
paid to the international student population at WMU.

e. MLK Committee — No Activity.

f.  WMU Day at the Capitol (pg. 5) — Needs people to go! — Rosana stated that she has sent an e-mail to
all graduate students asking them to participate, however she has only received three responses so
far. Rosana reported that WMU will pay for graduate students to create their displays and
encouraged GSAC members to spread the word about this opportunity.

g. WSA representative — Chris Praedel, President: Not present. Rosana reported that GSAC has
spoken with WSA and CAB in recent months and it was agreed that WSA and CAB should have a
standing spot on the GSAC agenda in order to encourage closer relationships with the three organizations.

h. CAB representative — Jacqui Volkmann, President: Not present.

9. Unfinished Business

a. *GSAC Chairperson selection: Alyssa presented the rationale of the GSAC Chairperson Selection
Committee for recommending Brandi Pritchett as the GSAC Chairperson for the 2008 — 2010 school
years. A vote was taken and Brandi was unanimously approved to be the GSAC Chairperson for the
2008 — 2010 school years.
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b. Student Assessment Fee (SAF) — Rosana stated that GSAC, WSA, CAB, WSAAC, and the Sports
Club Council have been meeting in recent months, along with employees of SALP, to discuss two
issues pertaining to the SAF.

i. Increase $12 to $21 — The first of these issues is raising the SAF from $12.00 to $21.00. She
said that all the organizations have been supportive of an increase in the SAF for a number of
reasons. First, the SAF is the sole source of funding for all of the organizations. Thus, the SAF
funds GFAC allocations, events put on by GSAC, expenses related to attending conferences
and legislative action days, GSAC’s contribution to the Graduate Student Research and Travel
Fund, and operational expenses for GSAC. Second, the SAF has not been raised in ten years,
but the costs associated with putting on events and running the organizations have increased
over this time period. Furthermore, more RSOs exist now than did ten years ago and many of
these organizations rely on the SAF as an important source of their funding as well. Finally, all
graduate students benefit from the SAF, either directly through attending events or utilizing
GSAC services, or indirectly through helping to fund GSAC to advocate for their needs at a
University, state, and national level.

i. Redistribution — The second of these issues is the redistribution of the SAF. Rosana explained
how the SAF is currently distributed and then explained that the changes involved the
redistribution would include money from the undergraduate SAF being distributed to the Sports
Club Council and money from the graduate SAF being redistributed, such that GSAC receives
95% of the SAF and CAB receives 5% of the SAF, in comparison to the current arrangement of
80% and 20%.

iii. Rosana reported that elections pertaining to the SAF increase and redistribution will take
place on March 18" and she encouraged all students to vote on this item. Rosana will send a
link to the online voting system. After the vote occurs and the student body has voted on the
item, the Board of Trustees will then vote on the item during their May meeting. Rosana noted
that these issues are an initiative being brought by students to benefit students, rather than an
issue being put forward by the administration.

¢. Graduate Student Survey: Alyssa reported briefly on the Graduate Student Survey. She stated that

her report is almost complete and stated that themes have emerged that suggest that GSAC needs to
better promote its presence on campus, as well as needs to better connect with the branch campuses.
Alyssa will circulate the report to GSAC members for suggestions as soon as it is complete.

d. GSAC member t-shirts — Susan Celestini: Rosana thanked Susan for ordering the t-shirts.

e. Spring events:

i. Mar. 21: Professional Development Day — Fetzer Center (pg.6-7) — Rosana noted that there are
two parts to this event: (1) the keynote speaker and a luncheon sponsored by the Alumni
Association and (2) the workshop in the afternoon.

a. Keynote: Keith W. Cooley, Director, Dept. of Labor & Economic Growth

ii. Mar. 29: Bowling, Karaoke, and Game Night — Airway Lanes (pg. 8): Alyssa reported that
this event has received a huge positive response.

iii. Apr. 11: Research Day (pg. 9) — Needs 4 judges! — Rosana asked members to let her know if
they are able to serve as judges for this event.

10. New Business — Thomas stated that he attended Legislative Action Days in Washington, DC and met with
Fred Upton, Debbie Stabenow, Carl Levin, and representative from Indiana regarding a number of issues
concerning graduate students. He said that overall, these individuals were very open to hearing our
concerns. He stated that one of the primary concerns was the ability of students with prior drug convictions
to obtain student loans. He reported that this issue has been misunderstood previously and that students in
this type of circumstance can attend rehab and participate in random drug tests to enable them to be eligible
to obtain loans. He proposed that in the future, GSAC sends two representatives; one representative who
attended the previous year and one representative who could attend again the following year, in order to
establish continuity and make the process easier. Rosana stated the next Legislative Action Days event is in
September and Thomas expressed interest in attending. Thomas also announced that the Native American
Students’ Association is having its pow-wow on April 19" and April 20" and that he would like GSAC
members to attend. He asked if any funding for the event was available and Rosana suggested that he
submit a proposal for the April GFAC meeting. Tom stated that this year’s pow-wow includes three local
tribes who have donated their tribal flags to WMU’s Multicultural Center. He noted that there will be a
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ceremony to celebrate the posting of the flags and also a ceremony to honor all WMU students who are
veterans. Katie noted that the International Festival is this Sunday, from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. in the Bernhard
Center and will include fifteen international student organizations selling food, putting on a fashion show,
and providing other forms of entertainment. She stated that admission is free and that food tickets are fifty
cents each.
