Dr. Killingray’s talk will focus mainly on five major figures: Ukawsaw Gronniosaw, Phyllis Wheatley, Ignatius Sancho, Quobna Ottobah Cugoano, and Olaudah Equiano. He will also introduce a few other Black Britons of the period.

Suggested readings: the most accessible is Vincent Carretta, ed. Unchained Voices: An anthology of Black Authors in the English-Speaking World of the 18th Century (Lexington, 1996) and Penguin has republished books by Wheatley,Sancho, Cugoanno and Equiano

Dr. Killingray  has published widely in books and journals, including Africans in Britain, Africa and the Second World War (with R. Rathbone), and edited An Unbelievable Stroke of Luck by Isaac Fadoyebo, and is currently working on a biography of “Dr. Harold Moody and the League of Coloured Peoples.”

Dr. Killingray served as co-editor of the journal Teaching History (1973-9), co-editor of African Affairs (1991-2002), and a member of the Editorial Board of the Journal of African History i(2001-4).
