Featured Lee Honors College Summer I Offerings 
 

HNRS 4900: Island as Text: The Beaver Island Experience+   

22207          Ms. Sue Oole 

May 12 –22, 2009           3 credit hours 

+NOTE: In addition to the cost of a three-credit class, a fee of $350 is necessary to cover trip expenses. 

Students enrolled in this course will travel to the beautiful and historic shores of Beaver Island, the most remote 

inhabited island in the Great Lakes.  Students will choose a topic of study related to the Island that they will research 

during this course.  Some suggested topics would include island history, nature and wildlife, education, health care, 

politics, and the environment.   
 

Student fees will cover the cost of round trip travel from Kalamazoo to the Island, room and board (includes some 

meals in local restaurants), aerial tours, guided hiking tours, astronomy sessions, museum fees, and supplies.  It is 

expected that each student will keep a daily journal and give a presentation of their research findings for a final 

grade.  Class size is limited to 10 students. 
 

Sue Oole, your LHC advisor and a former resident of Beaver Island, will teach this course.  She will be supported by 

guest faculty who will join us throughout our island adventure. 

 
INTL 4050: Grand Tour of Europe+

April 30 – May 24, 2009        4 credit hours

This fully escorted tour will provide an extensive introduction to Europe as participants explore historic treasures 

and contemporary European life in such cities as Amsterdam, Paris, Lausanne, Basel, Florence, Venice, and Rome. 

The class will focus on three periods of European art: the Italian Renaissance, the Dutch Golden Age, and the French 

Impressionist period. We will look at the art produced during these high points of European history, and we will try 



to understand the cultural worlds that produced them. The tour is directed by Dr. Larry ten Harmsel, who has 

taught at WMU for more than 25 years. Dr. ten Harmsel is also a freelance writer, a translator for the Dutch National 

Translation Institute, an occasional singer and actor on local stages, and former chair of the Kalamazoo Bach Festival 

Society. He has studied, traveled and taught throughout Europe.

HNRS 2100: Chinese Calligraphy  

22066          Dr. Xiaojun Wang                           

TR  4:00 - 6:30 p.m.   3017 Brown Hall  3 credit hours 

This course is designed to introduce the different writing systems in the world and the Chinese writing system in 

particular.  This course includes a series of fundamental introductions to the history of Chinese calligraphy and a 

brief theoretical framework for evaluation and appreciation of brushwork.  Students will gain insight into the 

relationship between the Asian arts and calligraphy, and between Chinese writing forms and the meanings.  This 

course will emphasize the hands-on learning process and encourage students to analyze the structure of Chinese 

characters and develop students’ ability to practice and appreciate the aesthetic qualities of the brushwork.

HNRS 4200: The City of Gods: Power & Morality in the Roman World 

22057          Dr. David Kutzko 

TR  12:00 - 2:30 p.m.    4208 Dunbar   3 credit hours 

The course explores representations of the relationship between power and morality in the writings of prominent 

Roman authors.  The complex and sometimes paradoxical interplay of these forces is examined in the context of 

Roman religion, politics, and society, in domestic and international settings.  Readings will be selected from myths 

about the city’s earliest beginnings, to historical narratives on the challenges of governing a world empire, and will 

conclude with an early Christian view of the Mediterranean super-power in decline.  A variety of genres will be 

represented, including biography, epic poetry, satire, political oratory, and essays.  Authors include: Apuleius, 

Juvenal, Livy, Seneca, St. Augustine, Plutarch, Tacitus, and Vergil.
