Featured Lee Honors College Summer I Offerings 
 

HNRS 4950 Independent Study: The Beaver Island Experience $   

assigned         Ms. Sue Oole 

May 10 – 24, 2010           3 credit hours 

$ NOTE: In addition to the cost of a three-credit class, a fee of $450 payable to the LHC is necessary to cover trip expenses. 

Students enrolled in this course will spend two 2-hour sessions in class then travel to the beautiful and historic 

shores of Beaver Island, the most remote inhabited island in the Great Lakes.  The first few days on the island will be 

spent exploring, then students will be able to choose a topic that they will study.   
 

Student fees ($450 payable to the LHC) will cover the cost of round trip travel from Kalamazoo to the island, room 

and board (includes some meals in local restaurants), an aerial tour, museum fees, and supplies.  It is expected that 

each student will keep a daily journal and give a presentation of their research findings for a final grade.  The class 

will be limited to four (4) students on an independent study basis which will count as an upper level honors course. 
 

Sue Oole, a former resident of Beaver Island and your LHC Academic Advisor, will teach this course.  Since this is 

an independent study, you will need to see Sue to register for the class.  She will share more information and answer 

any questions you might have at the time of that visit.

INTL 4050: Grand Tour of Europe $

May 2 – 29, 2010        4 credit hours

This fully escorted tour will provide an extensive introduction to Europe as participants explore historic treasures 

and contemporary European life in such cities as Amsterdam, Paris, Lausanne, Basel, Florence, Venice, and Rome. 

The class will focus on three periods of European art: the Italian Renaissance, the Dutch Golden Age, and the French 

Impressionist period. We will look at the art produced during these high points of European history, and we will try 

to understand the cultural worlds that produced them. The tour is directed by Dr. Larry ten Harmsel, who has 

taught at WMU for more than 25 years. Dr. ten Harmsel is also a freelance writer, a translator for the Dutch National 

Translation Institute, an occasional singer and actor on local stages, and former chair of the Kalamazoo Bach Festival 

Society. He has studied, traveled and taught throughout Europe.

Students will gain insight into the 

relationship between the Asian arts and calligraphy, and between Chinese writing forms and the meanings.  This 

course will emphasize the hands-on learning process and encourage students to analyze the structure of Chinese 

characters and develop students’ ability to practice and appreciate the aesthetic qualities of the brushwork.

ANTH 4900: Archeological Field School $   

assigned         Dr. Michael Nassaney 

July 1 – August 20, 2010          6 credit hours 

$ NOTE: In addition to the cost of a six-credit class, a fee of $350 is necessary to cover equipment and expenses. Additional cost 

and expenses may be incurred. Please contact Dr. Nassaney for additional information. 

You are invited to participate in the 35th annual archaeological field school directed by Dr. Michael Nassaney. The 

program will continue archaeological investigations of Fort St. Joseph, a mission-garrison-trading post complex 

established by the French in 1691 and occupied for nearly a century in Niles, Michigan. Since our initial field 

discovery in 1998, we have conducted systematic excavations to demonstrate the presence of undisturbed 

architectural remains, cultural deposits, and other features that have the potential to help us rewrite the history of 

colonialism in the western Great Lakes. We invite you to become a part of our archaeological team as we explore an 

important multi-ethnic fur-trading site, recover 18th century artifacts, and interpret them to the public. 

 

Students will receive instruction in research design and the importance of archaeology in the examination of the fur 

trade, colonialism, and culture change in the western Great Lakes. Training will include standard techniques of site 

survey and excavation, as well as the processing, cataloging, and analysis of artifacts and feature data. In addition 

the project has a strong community service-learning component through which we work closely with members of 

the Fort St. Joseph Museum, Support the Fort, the City of Niles, and other community groups who share an interest 

in the preservation and interpretation of the site. Students have the opportunity to become involved with our award-

winning public education and outreach programs. During the field school students traditionally reside in Niles to 

minimize commuting time and increase interaction with the community. Public outreach culminates in our annual 

open house scheduled for August 14-15 in which we invite the public to visit the site and learn about archaeology 

and 18th century life. Students will also have the opportunity to reflect on their experience and enhance the learning 

process through journal writing and community engagement events like dinners, lectures, and French Market. 
 

Registration Information: Admission to the field school is limited and by consent of the instructor.  Credits are 

earned by enrolling in Anthropology 4900 (6 hours of undergraduate credit). Applicable tuition and fees are 

published in the schedule of classes, with the addition of a $350 field school fee to cover travel, housing (if available), 

and all equipment and supplies issued to participants for their use.  If housing is not available in Niles, room and 

board will be the responsibility of the student. Additional costs include a short reading package and procedures 

manual and communal meals (about $15-20/week). Please visit www.wmich.edu/honors/LHCforms for an 

application.
