· Undergraduate coursework (courses numbered 1000, 2000, 3000 or 4000) can not be included in graduate degree programs except by permission of the Graduate College.

· The Graduate College requires permanent programs to be composed of at least 50% of graduate (6000 level) coursework.
· The Graduate College requires that all work accepted for the degree program, including transfer credit, must be elected within six years preceding the date on which the master’s degree is conferred.
· Graduate students are responsible for applying for a graduation audit in the semester or session preceding the completion of their degree requirements.  Application deadlines, as well as other graduation information, are available from the Registrar’s Office or the Registrar’s webpages. 

· Registration for MUS 6900 Graduate Recital, MUS 7000 Thesis, MUS 5970 Independent Study, MUS 6980 Readings in Music and MUS 5140 Chamber Music credits can only be done after the appropriate paperwork (available online or in the advising office) has been completed and given to Graduate Advisor.

· Six graduate credits may be transferred to graduate programs at WMU, but they must be pre-approved by a graduate advisor.  Supply a catalog description or course syllabus prior to enrolling in the course, and if approved, send an official transcript showing credit earned to the School of Music and the Registrar’s Office following course completion.  Transfer courses do not show up on WMU transcripts until after a degree has been granted.
· The Graduate College requires that the overall, and in program, graduate grade-point average must be at least 3.0.

· The Graduate College requires that a grade of “C” or better must be earned in every course applied toward the degree.
· After admission, all requirements for the degree must be completed within six years for the master’s degree preceding the date on which the degree is conferred. Students whose degrees are taken primarily through part-time study have the option of requesting an extension from the graduate dean. Extensions beyond the six years may also be granted for other students by the Dean of the Graduate College for such legitimate reasons as illness, injury or hardship. In such situations, the student and department must demonstrate how the student will bring up to date the content knowledge from courses taken more than six years before the projected date of graduation.

	Performance

	Requirements for ensemble participation by graduate Performance majors varies by specialty area:  
· Brass, percussion, string and woodwind performance majors are required to participate in 2 large (MUS 5100 Symphonic Band or MUS 5110 University Orchestra) and 2 small (MUS 5140 Chamber Ensemble or MUS 6140 Graduate Chamber Ensemble) ensembles as a part of degree requirements (other courses may be substituted with prior permission of applied studio instructor).  
· Jazz studies performance majors are required to participate in 2 large (MUS 5130 Jazz Orchestra or MUS 5190 Gold Company) and 2 small (MUS 5140 Chamber Ensemble or MUS 6140 Graduate Chamber Ensemble) ensembles as a part of degree requirements (other courses may be substituted with prior permission of applied studio instructor). 
· Vocal performance majors are expected to participate in an opera production (MUS 6170 Opera Workshop) while enrolled.
· Individual studios may have additional requirements.
	
	
	

	Jazz Studies
	Applied requirements:
· All Jazz Studies Performance majors are required to complete 8 credits of MUS 6000 Applied Music, under the direction of an applied studio instructor, leading to MUS 6900 Graduate Recital.  Specific titles of applied music instruction may vary – Applied Jazz Guitar, Applied Jazz Voice – but should represent coursework designed toward primary skill development.  

· MUS 6000 Applied Jazz is a course designed to enhance skills in Improvisation, Jazz Piano, Composition and Arranging depending on student needs.  MUS 6000 Applied Jazz may be taken to fulfill the 6000-level course requirement for the Jazz cognate.

	· MUS 5950 Workshops in Music are offered as 1 or 2 credit courses to fulfill the 8 credit Workshop requirement.  Other courses, such as MUS 5170 Collegium Musicum, may also be used to fulfill the workshop requirement.
· Fall and Spring semester history and theory courses can be taken to fulfill the 8 credit supporting studies requirements with advisor approval.
