Application Procedures for the 48th Annual Visiting Scholars and Artists Program

The Visiting Scholars and Artists Program (VSAP) Committee is seeking nominations for the 2009-2010 Program.  This memorandum provides information about procedures.  Attached are application materials for VSAP grants.

Grant awards are announced during the academic year preceding the visit.  Awards for scholars and artists who will visit between September 2009 and April 2010 will be announced in early April 2009.  Grants generally do not exceed $1,000.  Larger awards will occasionally be considered for applications involving scholars or artists of unusually broad appeal (Those who will attract students and faculty from a variety of disciplines).

Departments that have not recently been awarded a grant are encouraged to apply. The deadline for the Committee’s receipt of the application to Patricia Fuehr is Friday, March 20, 2009.  

Please follow these guidelines when making an application for your department.

A.
The scholar or artist to be invited must be contacted prior to submission of the application, and the applicant must verify this contact.

B.
The Committee encourages invitation of scholars and artists who reflect the diversity of the University community.  The Committee may give special consideration to applications for artists or scholars who will attract students and faculty from a variety of disciplines. 
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C.        Therefore, the Committee encourages joint sponsorship of a visitor by two or more departments.

D.
Since applications are often submitted for fall, the Committee suggests considering visits during the winter or early spring months.

E.
The Committee regards the program scheduled for the visitor as an important component of the application.  In deciding who will receive the grant awards, the Committee will consider the amount of time planned for the visitor to spend on campus, the number of presentations, the types of anticipated audiences, and the unique benefits offered to students, faculty, and community.  

F.
In order to be considered, applicants must submit a complete and accurate application by the deadline (March 20, 2009).
