The College of Engineering and Applied Sciences (CEAS), in conjunction with the WMU Haenicke Institute for Global Education, is working to establish opportunities for engineering and technology students to improve their awareness of and familiarity with issues related to the global engineering work environment through Study Abroad trips tailored to areas of interest to CEAS students.   

In 2006, the first Study Abroad opportunity offered by CEAS included 20 student participants who visited China.  In Summer I 2007, organized experiences are scheduled for Germany, China, and South Korea.
